tools for relief assistance and responding to any

kind of disaster, such as The Rapid Action Team
(RAT), the Mobile Kitchen Team, the Water Purifi-
cation Unit Team, the Mobile Medical Team and
the Flat Bottom Boat Team. Besides, RCHB, under
coordination of the International Federation of Red
Cross and Red Crescent Societies (IFRC), carried
out the Regional Disaster Response Team (RDRT)
deployed in the region for working within 24-48
hrs., including collaboration with the partnerships
in this phase.

Disaster Operations Center as a command center in

times of a large scale disaster (level 3 and above),
through the development of radio communication
i VHF/FM 148.625 MHz, HF/SSB 7.757 MHz, Trunked

Radio, Department of Disaster Prevention and
Mitigation Network, Ministry of Interior and
E-radio System via the internet network in order

to cover the communication on all levels. RCHB

deployed mobile communication vehicle to support
communication between the affected areas and
headquarter, include establish the early warning
system via SMS and develop the disaster information
management system and RCHB’s website.

1.1.3 Relief supplies procurement under
the capacity strengthening project for victim relief
assistance with Thai Red Cross relief kits.

Fiscal 2018, the RCHB make the agreement with
entrepreneur to purchase and deliver the relief
supplies to the disaster affected area, which the
disaster victims received the rapid, thorough and
adequate assistance and expenditure of storage
and transportation were reduced. As detail follow

1. Entrepreneurs agree to deliver the relief
supplies, as requested by Relief and Community
Health Bureau, the Thai Red Cross Society, in order
to be adequate in disaster phase that occurred in
provincial areas of Thailand.

2. Entrepreneurs agree that the delivered
relief supplies should be according to the RCHB’s
qualifications. Product price include shipping have
not be more expensive than the lowest auctioned
price of RCHB within last 6 months or the current
market price. Whatever supplies that RCHB able to
purchase cheaper in the same conditions, RCHB
reserve the right to separately purchase that supplies.

3. The relief supplies lifetime have not
be less than the specification of each product.

4. As requested by RCHB, Entrepreneurs
agree to deliver the relief supplies to Provincial Red
Cross Chapters, TRC Health Stations or the disaster
areas that be informed within 24 hours, and within

48 hours in Yala, Patthani and Narathiwat Province.

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2. The Community Based Disaster Risk Reduction

(CBDRR) Program

The RCHB continuously conducted the
Community Based Disaster Risk Reduction (CBDRR)
program, since 2003 to the present, for increasing
the disaster preparedness capacity and resilience
of the risk communities. In pre-disaster phase,
communities can approach in all step of thinking,
planning and implementation process. In disaster
phase, they can response the disaster systematically
and reduce the impact of the disaster by effectively
using resources that be available in local area,
because of Communities are the first priority to
face disaster. In order to Strengthening the capacity
and building disaster awareness of the community
including promotion the participation in thinking,
planning and implementing by systematically
CBDRR approach, that contribute to safety,
strengthening and resilience communities,
be able to operate in 8 following processes;

1. Community Selection,

2. Field work to clarify and planning with
community,

3. Conduct VCA training for community leader
and volunteer,

4. Set up community committee and
sub-committee,

5. Conduct VCA and develop community plan,

6. Capacity building for community
committee,

7. Table Top Exercise and emergency response
plans rehearsal.

8. Project evaluation and hand over to local
authority.

In fiscal year 2018, the RCHB conducted
the CBDRR program of 128 communities and 38

schools that be located in 18 provinces, totaling

14,359 participants.
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2.1 CBDRR Program implemented in 16

communities of 6 flood affected provinces in
Central of Thailand, namely Ang Thong, Sing
Buri, Nakorn Nayok, Chainat, Nakhon Sawan and
Phetchabun Provinces that be conducted by the
Relief Division, and in 5 communities of 2 provinces,
namely Prachuap Khiri Khan and Chumphon
Provinces that be conducted by the Thai Red
Cross Health Station Coordination Division. The
implementation duration was 1 year and funded
by Office of U.S. Foreign Disaster Assistance (OFDA)
that be go through the International Federation

of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies (IFRC).

TRC-DOW Clean Drinking Water for Remote
Schools Project was one of the Water, Sanitation
and Health Promotion (WASH) Program. Most
children and youth in remote school were
a risk group that confront with the impurely
drinking water and unhysgienic sanitation problem.
Moreover, many schools confront a seriously
problem of clean drinking water shortage, including
budget shortage for procurement the strainer.
The student have to drink the inappropriate
filtered water, which contaminated the germs and
chemicals. The solution of this problem was the
providing of the strainers with the appropriate
technology for each water sources in order to
students and neighborhood communities access
to clean drinking water so that promoted the good

health and better quality of life.

The RCHB and DOW Thailand Group have
agreed to sign the MOU under “TRC-DOW Clean
Drinking Water for Remote Schools Project”,
supported funding of 4,300,000 baht (Four million
and three hundred thousand baht) to install
the 50 reverse osmosis (RO) water purifiers
at the clean drinking water shortage schools.

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6. The Community Health Service
The Community Health Service provides
medical treatment, rehabilitation, health promotion
and disease prevention by the 13 Thai Red Cross
Health Stations and 4 branches to people and
disadvantaged person, including the communities
and schools in responding areas. An additional
service is the Thai Red Cross Anonymous Clinic
Surin Branch, Chiang Mai Branch and Thung
Song, Nakhon Si Thammarat province Branch,
that provide a preliminary screening blood and
consulting service at the clinic or over the phone.
There were total of 663,368 patients. Of which
481,583 received services through the Thai Red
Cross Health Stations, and 181,785 community
service recipients as following:
1. Medical Service
1.1 Medical Service, include general
and specific medical services (Ophthalmology,
Otorhinolaryngology), alternative medicine acu-
puncture, dental services, surgeries (Minor sur-
gery and Ophthalmic surgery), pathology, nursing,
and health education, health dissemination and
patient transfer, provided to people at Thai Red
Cross Health Stations and the responding com-
munities and schools. Totaling of service users
were 379,324 patients, be classified to 373,372
patients at the Thai Red Cross Health Stations

and 5,952 patients at the communities.

1.2 Medical Service under the revolving fund

project of the Thai Red Cross Health Station No.2

Initially, the Thai Red Cross Health Station

No.2 operated the medical services by received
the budget from the Thai Red Cross Society, same
as other stations, but faced the lack of medicine
budgets that spend 50% of the all Thai Red Cross
Health Stations budget.

On January 14, 1998

Relief and Community Health Bureau submitted a
medicine revolving fund project for the Thai Red
Cross Health Station No.2 to the Thai Red Cross
Society for financing the funds of 2 million bath.
This solution was so successful that it was expanded
to other areas such as incentive, service charge
for operation room, dental services and dressing
wound, acupuncture, disease prevention, health
promotion, medical supplies, office supplies and
capacity building. However, the Thai Red Cross
Health Station No.2 maintained the RCHB mission
of the relief for disadvantaged people.

In fiscal year 2018, the implementation of this

project was the totally income of 7,059,554.99 bath
and the totally expenditure of 4,083,515.67 baht.

1.3 Alternative Medicine Acupuncture

Alternative medicine acupuncture applied to

the alternative medical service for public health
care in order to reduce the conventional medicine
usage. RCHB’s professional and recognition doctors
