The Community Based Disaster Risk Reduction program at
Thai Red Cross was established in 2003. It was created as a part of
the Relief and Community Health Bureau’s mandate to promote
and implement Community Based Disaster Risk Reduction (CBDRR) at
the community level.

Usually, when disaster strikes, communities are left to fend
for themselves for a while until help arrives. So, communities who
understand disaster risk reduction, have relevant skills and know certain
processes could well save lives, assets and valuable belongings.
These communities will be “safer and resilient”.

In that context, Thai Red Cross aims to encourage targeted
communities living in disaster prone areas to take part in the CBDRR
program to increase community capacity and resilience. This way,
the impact of disasters can be reduced.

Ultimately, communities can become safer and resilient
through Thai Red Cross’ CBDRR program as it teaches communities
how to be safe and resilient using available resources. The CBDRR
program involves communities in brainstorming sessions, planning,
writing an action plan and participating in disaster drills. Technically,
after taking part in the program, communities will be prepared for and

have the ability to manage disasters.

Community Based Disaster risk reduction Process
There are eight steps; some of these steps can be worked in

parallel with other steps.

Step:  Community Selection

Introduce CBDRR and coordinate with local government
agencies and provincial Red Cross Chapter at provincial level.
Select the targeted communities based on following criteria:
1.1 Communities that have been facing intensity and frequently
in disasters in the past 10 years.
1.2 Communities are willing to participate continuously in
the program.
1.3 Communities are supported by relevant
local authorities and alliance organizations.
1.4 Communities have never worked with
any organization to implement the
CBDRR work.

ol CBORR Process
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Step: Program orientation and establish relationship with

targeted communities
This step is to provide CBDRR program information, in order
to build relationship with the targeted community. Study community

background to truly understand about the community.
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Step: Conduct VCR training for Communities leaders/

volunteers.

Organize VCA training
for communities’ leaders and key
volunteers, in order to provide
the basic knowledge and skills on

disaster risk assessment.

CBDRR Process
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Step: Set up communities committees

Establish Community Disaster Management Committee
(CDMCQ) and Community Based Action Teams (CBAT). Set up
an organization chart with roles and responsibilities and introduce

the committees to the community.
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Step:  Vulnerability Capacity analysis and
develop DRR plan/ CP/DP

Conduct vulnerability capacity analysis with communities’

involvements using HVCA tools. We then use findings from the analysis
to contemplate any risk involved and make a CBDRR plan for

the community.

Community Based Disaster Risk Reduction

CBDRR Process
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Step:  Capacity Building for the community
6 Capacity building for CBAT and CDMC in relevant required
skills which include disaster mitigation volunteers training
that is based on the communities’ plan i.e. first aid training, water rescue
and emergencies responses. We also build communities’ capacity to be
able to acquire funding, procure and maintain identified equipment

for disaster response.
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Step: Table Top Exercise and Communities Drills

Conduct a table top exercise session to initially test
the plan and find out the stage of community readiness
to make the revision and seal those flaws in the plan. Next step is
to conduct a community drill with involvements from local authorities
at provincial level, district level and sub-district level. At this step,
community people will have first-hand experiences on disaster

responsiveness. Then there will be a lesson learnt workshop afterward.

CBORR Process
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W Project evaluation and hand over with a set of mutual
agreement with local authority to ensure sustainability
of the project.

At this point, we will evaluate the CDBRR project using the Thai Red Cross

Standard and handover the program to local authorities. Exchange

key findings from lesson learnt among communities. Integrate

communities’ CBDRR plan with local government agencies at provincial

level to make it as a policy.

1. Communities set up its committee to implement planned activities.

2. Communities conduct the evacuation/drill at least once a year.

3. Local authority provides funding and supporting community’s
plan and implementation on CBDRR.

4. Conduct CSR activity at least once a year on the topic of disaster
or environment.

5. Increase disaster management capability for community leaders
and/or community volunteers.

6. The communities have effective EWS and monitoring system.

Communities that received assessment scores of
60 percent or higher pass the criteria for CBDRR program.
Communities that received assessment scores of
80 percent or higher pass the criteria to be

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The Fundamental Principles of the International Red Cross

and Red crescent Movement

Humanity
The International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement, born of a desire
to bring assistance without discrimination to the wounded on the battlefield,
endeavours, in its international and national capacity, to prevent and alleviate
human suffering wherever it may be found. Its purpose is to protect life and health
and to ensure respect for the human being. It promotes mutual understanding,
friendship, cooperation and lasting peace amongst all peoples.

Impartiality
It makes no discrimination as to nationality, race, religious beliefs, class or
political opinions. It endeavours to relieve the suffering of individuals, being guided
solely by their needs, and to give priority to the most urgent cases of distress.

Neutrality
In order to continue to enjoy the confidence of all, the Movement may not
take sides in hostilities or engage at any time in controversies of a political, racial,
religious or ideological nature.

Independence
The Movement is independent. The National Societies, while auxiliaries in
the humanitarian services of their governments and subject to the laws of their
respective countries, must always maintain their autonomy so that they may be able
at all times to act in accordance with the principles of the Movement.

Voluntary Service
It is a voluntary relief movement not prompted in any manner by desire
for gain.

Unity
There can be only one Red Cross or one Red Crescent Society in anyone country.
It must be open to all. it must carry on its humanitarian work throughout its territory.

Universality
The International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement, in which all
Societies have equal status and share equal responsibilities and duties in helping
each other, is worldwide.
